'EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 2000-12

RELATIVE TO CREATING THE AIRPORT BUSINESS
DEVELOPMENT TASK FORCE.

WHEREAS, our local economy is heavily dependent on traffic at our airport,
both visitors and cargo; and

WHEREAS, cargo entering Guam is frequently not replaced on airline flights
with similar volume of cargo exiting Guam, thereby causing cargo flights exiting Guam
not to be full, and two-way cargo traffic is not maximized; and

WHEREAS, there are many U.S. enterprises doing business in Asia, and the
possibility of developing businesses which export cargo from Guam needs to be
explored; and '

WHEREAS, the Guam International Airport Authority would like to spearhead
an Airport Business Development Task Force to explore the possibility of maximizing
exit cargo from the airport;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, CARL T. C. GUTIERREZ, I Maga'Lahen Guéhan,
Governor of Guam, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Organic Act of Guam,
as amended, do order:

1. Creation of task force.  An Airport Business Development Task Force
is created, consisting of members of the Governor’s Office, the Guam
International Airport Authority, and the business community.

2. Duties of task force. The Airport Business Development Task Force
shall meet regularly and shall develop a plan to attract U. S. enterprises
doing business in Asia to Guam in order to generate cargo traffic which
exits Guam to maximize the capacity of the air cargo business at our
airport.

3. Members and reports. The Governor shall appoint the members of
the Airport Business Development Task and the task force shall
investigate cargo business potential and shall prepare a report to the
Governor within Ninety (90) days from the date of this executive order.
