A state of emergency is hereby declared 
for the Department Public Works (DPW); 

2. Aulth(>ri<!atiilm for Emergency Procurement. Pursuant to 5 G.C.A § 5215, 
authorizing procurement upon executive order, this Executive Order shall 
authorize procurement of goods sand services identified by the Receiver as 
necessary to the terms of the Consent Decree in the United States District Court 
of Guam, civil case 02-00022; 

3. Docmllle:nta,tion of Expenses. The Department of Public Works is hereby 
instructed to keep appropriate documentation of all emergency 
expenses for inspe�:tion by the Executive and Legislative Branches and the Public 
Auditor; and 

4. Purpose of J<:rroer,P"e�ocv Procurement. Emergency procurement may be used for 
the procurement of goods and services responding to this emergency and will 
continue for thirty days after the date of this Executive Order as provided. 
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
