By virtue of' the authority given me by Section 26102 of' the 

Government Code of Guam, I, FORD Q. ELVIDGE, Governor of' Guam, do 

hereby promulgate the f'ollow,img ruJ.es and regulations which were 

recommended by t he Cookpit License Board as Executive Order l-53.

'fhese rules and regulations shall become ef'f'ec'Gi ve immediately, 

DEFINI'riONS 

"Board" shall mean the (loc:kpit License Board, 

"Claim" A claim shall oonstitute one peck or bite with beak, or 

one strike with the feet, provided the claiming cock does not rilll away 

or show any other sign of' defeat immediately after he malces the olaim, 

ahd b e fore the re feree has declared him the winner, If the claiming cock 

immediately rillls away or shows arry other sign indicative of' defeat, the 

referee shall pit as many times as p._re n ecessary t o  bring the fight to a 

decisive conclusion, Beak or feet must touch the opponent t� coilllt, 

"Reeler" shall mean a person win affixes the knife or spur 

to the leg :of a chicken .• 

"Pitter" shall mean a person who places a chicken in the rin,g, 

just prior to a fight, 

"Pitting Board" sha 11 mean a piece of wood, plywood or light 

metal approximately 31 x 31 x t". 

"Referee" shall mean a person who because of' his qualifications 

and good moral character has been designated by the majority Of the 

Board ail a Referee,

Section 26100, License board: established, There is hereby 

established in the government of Gull.m a Cookpi t License 

Board (hereinafter referred to as the "Board" ) which sl:>� l 

consist of three members including the ohairmt\U appointed 

by the GoYernor with the consent of the Legislature. 

Sec·tion 26101, �ante: term and co mpensation. The members 

and chair man of the Board shall be appointed for terms of 

one yeaf each and shall receive no compensation as such, 

but may be reimbursed for rea.sonable v.nd necessary expenses 

incurred in the cours e of their official duti es, aa 

certified by the Treasu rer of Guam • 

.:>action 26102, 6amo: rules and regula tiona, The Governor 

may i ssue as executive orders and the Boa.rd may re&ommend 

to the Governor for iss uance as executive orders �uch reason� 

able rules and regulations, not inconsistent wit.� ·bhe laws 

of Guam as may be necessary or desirab le to enable the Board 

to carry into ef fect the provisions of thia chap·�er. 

Section 2610:5, Same: employees. Within the limits of its 

authorized budget and consistent with the Compensation Law 

of Guam, the board may employ and discharge such e mployees 

as shall from time to time be n ecessary in carrying out the 

duties e.nd responsibilities imposed thereunder. 

Section 26104. · CoCkp�ts: l i censed. There may �e established 

as hereinafter provided licensed co Ckpits in Guam. 

Section 26105. Licons�st issuance. Licenses for the 

opora·tion of cockpits shall pe issued by the Boerd only 

after the awarding of tho license aB herein provided, 
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Sec·bion 26106. Samo 1 bids: notice. H oti ce of tho pro� 

posed awarding of the liaenso for the operation of tho 

cockp�t shall be posted in at least three public places, 

in the municipality for whl.oh a lioense is to be issued 

for a period of fifteen (15) days prior to the date 

stated in the noti oe for the receiving of bids for such 

license. 

Section 26107. Same: bids, Bide must be submitted within 

e. period of ten (10) days from the date fixed in the noti ce 

for the receiving of bids, Each bid shall be accompan ied 

by a deposit of ten dollars ($10.00) which shall not be 

returned and the ernount of such deposits shall be paid 

into the Treasury of Guam. All bide must be sealed and 

will be publicly opened five (5) days after the expiration 

of the dates for: reeei ving bi ds at the hour and place to be 

stated in the notice, The minimum bid which can be 

received or accepted by the board for the operation cC a 

licensed cockpit shall be the BUll of  f ive hundred dollars 

( $500,00).

(a) The design and location of th3 proposed cockfiiti' ·: 

(b) The type and location of sanitary facilities to be provided. 

At each cockpit there must be separate sanitary toilet 

facilities for men and w•.men; 

(c) Size and location of parking facilities,

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· CONDUCT OF COCKJ'IG!!T S 

1. The r u les given heroin ere expected to cove� notions most frequently 

encountered in cockfightin g, There are certain pecularities in this 

g!lllle, however, which are almost impossible to anticipate, �:herefore, 

if a n d  when an incident occurs wh ich cannot be <iecided according to 

the r ules, d:.Ji.e refaree is the sole judg<;>, As au&., arbitrary settle-

ment of all disputes in the pit is his r esponsibility. 

Tho;., rules shall be s.pp�i ed to all ty pes of fights unless 

specifically exempted by the specia l rules for fights oth er than 

those bwtween 2 cocks armed with knives (L"llara), 

2. The refe1·ee -

r. Appointment of referee shell be by a letter signed by 

the majority of the Board members. 

A. To be eligible to a pply for a ppointment as referee, 

B, 

a person must have qualification s as pr escribed below; 

(a) At least five (5) years experience ·in coCk-

fighting. 

(b) A good understanding of cockheeling. 

{c) A th orough kn owledge of the rules and regulations 

governing cockfighting on Guam and a good ability 

to interp rets such rules nnd regul ations. 

(d) A good vision ond free from any other physical 

defects which might h inder him ffom performing 

pr operly the duties of a refere e. 

The referee will receive no remuneration for 11 dr a w11 

or "no contest" fight. 

c. No referee shall officiate in a fight in which o� 

of the cocks is heeled by him. 

D. Shal l be in compl<>to charge of the fight, with the 

exception of tho betting transactions, from the· time 

he ia chosen tv offici ate the .oontost un til the fight 

is concluded. 
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E. Shall instruct all partl.oipe.nts to go insido tho pit 

with theil· ::oostors. 

F. Shall make all decisions. 

3. The franchise holder, or his dosignatod roprosontati ve, is aololy 

responsible for all bets te.kon in for thG fight and for the propel' 

distribution of such bets. 

4. All bets must be collected and accounted for before tho fight, 

5. Personal checks are not e.ccoptablo as bets. All bets must bo in 

U, 8. currency, 

6, No person other than those listed below shall bo permitted in the pit 

after· tho responsible person has informed the referee that all bets have 

been collected and accounted for, 

(a) Referee 

(b) Elected or hired heelers 

(c) Pitters (one for each competing cock), 

7, The referee1 s service fee shall be paid by the franchise holder 

oL" his dGsigne.tGcl ;:eproscnto.tivc 2-ftcr e ach contest� from the stake of 

the losing side before it is puid to the winner, 

The referee's servico foe for any contest in which the total of 

the bets on the losing side is $200,00 o r  less, is $1. 00, If tho total 

of the bets (on the losing side) on any one comba·t: is more than $200.00, 

the referee's fee shall be as follows :

8, Heelers may remain in the pit to assist the pitters in unsheathing 

the knivea. lfuwovor, thQy shall step out of tho pit immediately after 

the aoabba1·dp havo boOll tukon out.

9, The Pittors sho.ll pit their cocks after the refere0 has signalled 

or instructed them to do so, setting their cooks down in the genoro.lly 

no oep ted manner o.nd dis tnnc o, 

10, Tho pi tters should pit their cocks as often o.s the referee directs 

until tho co cks start fighting, Inuneaiatcly after tho cocks start 

fighting, the pittors shall stop out of tho pit and remain near the gate 

on tho alert for further in structions from the roferc;>e.

11. The pit ters shall not touch or handle their oooks after the .fight 

starts, unless instructed by the referee to do so. ili1y pitter who 

violates this rule may be inunediately- declared the loser by the re feree , 

12, No contest shall be stopped bocause of interference by person e>r 

persons other than the pitte1·s of the competing cooks, The police 

officer on duty shall act pron:ptly and appropriat ely to suppress 

interference, 

13, If the pitter is not the owner of the cook, the referee may permit 

the owner to enter the pit to exam:lr>e the lmife of hia cook after 

heeling. This will also give the owner a chance to impa rt last-minute 

instructions to his pitter, Upon completion of examination the owner 

must go out of the pit. 

14, Pre-fight exa�lnation as outlined below will be performe d by the 

referee if either or both sides request for it, In the absence of 

zuch c :L"cqu�ct, the referee Gh�ll dcc1.<fe -:J.-,�.id1 o: tho balovv-listed 

provisions shall be complied witho 

(a) 

(b) 

Cheok co cks and knives for any physical defects 

Wipe off knives 

( o) Walk each cook for about half a do zen steps from the 

center of the pit to one direction; repeat it to the 

opposite direction, 

(d) Lift ee.oh cook about sr from ground by tail, When 

cook makes five or six strokes with feet allow him

15• If either side objects to the tests under (a) and (d) under the 

pretext that the oook ia wild lllld resents stran{l;ers, o r  because of 

any other reason, the pitter may be allowed to perfor111 the tests, in 

whatever manner the referee may direct. 
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16, Pittors may
· 

bill their cooka if thoy want to do so, Billing 

shall be done only bofore the aonbbnrda are talce n off of the knivea, 

17, No intoxicated person shal l be permitt ed t o  handle cock� for 

heeling or pitting, The referee is charged with the enforoement of 

this rule, 

18, Police �ficera on duty and members of the Cockpit Licen s e Board 

are no t  allowed to bet on fight�. 

19. It is prohibited fOI:' my referee to be·b on a fight if he is the 

elected referee of the fight, 

20, It is pr ohibited for any h eel er to bet on t he cock opposing the 

aook he heeled, 

21. Heelers are hl.reid by the contestants at their discretion, 

.22. N o fight shall be terminated because of broken knife caused 

by combat action, unless the pitter of the rook whose knife is broken 

tells the referee to stop the fight and w1ard it to the opponen'.:. 

23, Subsequent pittings shall be executed in the so.me manner as the 

initial pitting as long n a both oo oks t�-re still able to move sprightly, 

i.e,, the pitting board need not be used. 

24, The fight will progress, uninterrupted as long as both cook't...,are 

making an effort to fight. 

26. The pitt ing board may be employe� for pitting when one or both 

cooks are in f'eabl e condi t:!.on, In this method, the referee orders 

both pitters to handle their cooks and bring them to the center of 

the pit, The referee places the board on the ground about the oentet• 

of the pit, holding it there in upr ight position, and orders the 

pitters to sat down their cooks at the opposite sides of the board 

at an equal distance to be specified by tho referee, '£he referae 

then pulls out the board from in fran t of the cooks, Thia gives 

both cooks an ev<m ch ance to re aume the tight, At thie mtage of 

the game the pit tors are permitted to remain il1 tho pit 1!:0 aa to 

be J>eadily available for subuequont pittings. 
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26, One unopposed clo.im will be required of any cock before he can be 

declared the winner, The only exceptions to this stipulation are, if 

and when tho contestants, by mutual consent, agree to accept the reforC�e'a 

deois ion without a claim. When "no claim" is agreed to, there can be 

no appeal f1·om the referee's decision. A cock· may be declared the 

loser by default, for misconduct by the pi tter. This automatically 

makes the other cock the winner regardless of his performance. 

27, When both coclcs have ceased to fight, but are standing and able 

to fight, the referee ma:y, at his discretion, have the cockn repitted 

as many times as he thinks necesse.r:�' to bring the fight to e. 

decisive conclusion. On any repitting, if the cocks are close t o  the 

pit wall, the referee may have them repi tted in or near th e center 

of the pit. 

28, Jmy time both cocks are dead, without either cock claiming, t he 

.f'ight must be declared a draw, 

29, The referee will pit one or both cocks for the claim, only 

when he is sure one or both c ocks are unable or unwilling to continue 

the fight. iYhen one or both cocks are not standing, and are down on 

the pit floor, the referee will IMMEDIATELY pit one or both cocks in 

.a reasonable manner, so that they will be directly opposite each 

other and close enough so each has an equal ohance to claim against 

the other from his pitted position, i f  he is able to do so, If neither 

cock makes an attempt to resume the fight the referee will tap each 

cook lightly on the back three times. If neither cock claims the 

fight i5 a d1·aw, In no ease will the body of one cook be pitted 

over the other cook, 

30, If one cook leaves fighting position showing sign of defeat and 

the other claims, the claiming oock wins. 
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:n, I:' one cock leaves fighting posJ.tion in such e. ma1mer us if' he was 

lut'ing his o pponent to run nfte1· him, cocks shall not be pitted until 

the referee is sura that neither would go to the other. lw long as they 

seek each other willingly, they should be left alone to fight in this 

manner without interruption. 

32, If the knife of either cock got stuck, and neither cock is making 

a.n effort to fight, the referee shall call both pitters and inst1·uct 

them to hold their roosters where they are or in any other position which 

would be most favorable for him to e�rioate tho knife. The referee 

only shall pull out the knife, and he should exercise the utmost care 

so as not to aggravate the wound. In this instant, the referee shall 

be particularly observa.nt of the actions of tho handler of the cock 

· whose knife is being pulled out. The handler might push his cock, a 

trick resorted to to cause deeper penetr ation of the knife, or he 

might pull hi" cook, which is another trick that might cause aggravation 

of the wound. It is the duty of the referee to preven t the handler from 

attempting such tricks. 

33, The "Rule of Three Pi ttings 11 will apply under certain condi tiona 

of the claim. Both tho rules and the conditions arc explaine d under 

items ( C ), (D). (E), (F), of paragraph No, 340 

34. When pitted for tho "Claim", if: 

.ll., One cook claims a.nd the other refuses, the claiming cook must 

be immediately declarod the winner. 

B. Both cooks claim, thoy will not be handled or repitted until 

one or both do not continue to claim, in which case t hey will 

be DdMEDil�ELY repitted, as many pittings as necessary, until 

one cock refuses to make one claim in any individual pitting. 

Tho cock that refuses muat be declared the loser, and the 

claiming ooclc the winner.

C. Both cocks r efuse to claim, they will bo allowed two more 

pittings, provided neither cook claim on ·the second pitting. 

If' neither cock claim for three consecuti vo pi ttings, the f:lght 

must be declared a dl'aw (Rule of Three Pi t ·t;ings ) . 

D. One cock leaves fighting position fi.!ld th" other cock does not 

claim, they will be allowed two more pi ttings, provided neither 

cock claims on the second pitting. If' neither cock claims for 

three 'consecutive pittings, the fight m ust be decl ared a drm�, 

regardless of the fact that one cock may have run. The winning 

cock must make one unopposed claim. (Rule of' Three Fittings). 

E, One cock is dead, or dies, and the other cock is alive, and the 

alive cock does not claim, the alive cock will be allowed a 

m aximum of' two add;i.tional pittings (a' total of three) to make 

pne cJ.a.i.m, If the alive oock does not claim ·in three c onsecutive 

pi ttings, the fight must be declared a dr aw . However, after 

the alive oock has refu sed to claim against the dead cock the 

first time, the dead cock , in o ubsequent pittings must be. 

pitted in a manner to show some motion or movement to sim ulate 

life. (Rule of Three Fittings) . 

F. After cocks have been restricted to a maximum of' two additional 

pittings because: (1) both cocks failed to claim , (2) either or 

both cocks l'an, (3) one cock died, no combination of these con­

di tiona will change the original maximum of two additional 

pittings, (Rule of Th,-eo Pi ttings), 

EXMdPLE: If a cock dies or runs in the second pitting 

after both refused to claim in the preceading pitting, only one 

more pitting will be allowed, If either cock dies or runs in 

the th.trd pitting, without tho other cook claiming, the fight n1ust 

be deoltlred a draw, llhen the "Bule of '£hree Fittings" goe�t into

effect for any of tho three listed reasons 1 the out como must 

be a drm;, un1es s one coclc claims 1 which makos him the winner; 

Ol' both cocks clidm "'hich will. automatically void tho previously 

imposed restrictions of the rule 1 and makes the fight 1;ide open, 

on the same basis it was before · the rule "'as imposed. If in 

any subsequent pitting, tho cocks fail to claim, run, or ono 

dies, tho "Rule of Three Pittings11 must be reimposed, and \ifill 

not be affected by restrictions previously imposed by the rule. 

This procedure \till continue until a decision can be reached, 

· )6, If, during any fight, the referee has ample reasons to suspect that 

either of the competing cocks has been poisoned, doped, or maliciously 

crippled or injured prior to the fight, and is so handicap1)ed that he 

cannot reasonably handle himself, then ho (the referee) must immediately 

stop the fight·and impound both cocks and the battle money on both sides. 

It will be the pit operator's responsibility to lmvo the cocks thoroughly 

examined by a competent veteri��rian. If an autopsy is advisable either 

or both of the cocks may be destroyed for this purpose, 1·1ithout incurring 

any liability, If the vete;rinarian1 s findings indicate that either or 

both of t·he cocks have been maliciously incapacitated, 1<ith the apparent 

intent of fixing or stealing the fight, the case must then be placed with 

the Board for appeals, to determine responsibility, If, after investiga� 

tion of the facts and evidence, responsibility can be placed, fines, and 

expenses incurred �Till be levied against the impounded money of the 

guilty party. If responsibility cannot bo placed, but there is ample 

evidence of malicious mischief 1 any expenses involved >Till be equally 

deducted from the impounded money of both parties, 

37, Any condition or circumstance that may arise during any fight, that 

is not specifically covered by tho rules, will be interpreted and deci-

ded in keeping vdth tho general intent and purpose of the rules, The 

referee in making his decisions will be guided by this provision 
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)8, A referoe1 s decision mELy be appealed to the Board for reviev1 and 

,judgment, only t;hen all of tho following conditions a1)ply, and all of 

the stated requirements hnvo been complied with, Tho conditions and re� 

q_uircment will be as follows: 

A, The complete unELltered rules requiring one claim must have been 

used fer the fight, in question, Thoro must not have been any
