WHEREAS, Section 12321, Government Code of Guam, in conjunction 

with Section 12007, Govermnent Code of Guam, authorizes the Dcpartlnent of 

Agriculture, subject to the approval of the Director of Agricul turc, to fonnulate 

regulatior�s to implem.ent or carry out the purposes of Article l, Chapter 4, 

Title XIII, Governrnent Code of Gua1n, dealing with Gan1e and Fish; and 

WHEREAS, Section 12321 authorizes the Director of Agricalture 

to regulate and license the hunting of deer, and regulations are necessary 

to implement this activity; and 

�"<'HEi':.EAS, the aforesaid Section 12007, Govenunent Code of Guam, 

provides that such regulations shall be issued upon approval by the Governor 

and promulgation by executive orders:

REGULATION NO. 13 

P.EGU.LATIONS AND LICENSE FOIC HUNTING DEE::\. 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Director of Agriculture 

by Sections 12321 and 12007, Government Code of Guam, the following 

regulations relating to the licensing and hunting of deer are hereby approved: 

1, HUNTING LICEl':SE "'-EQUIP.ED. It shall be unlawful for any 

person to hunt, pursue, catch, capture, kill, wound or shoot any deer on 

Guam w'ithout first obtaining a hunting license from the Govermnent of Guarn, 

Departnwnt of Agriculture,

2, "WHO MAY HUNT. Only persons 12 years of age or older may 

a, Per sons 12 through 17 years of age must be 

accon;.panied by .:t liccr-.t.scd hui1te:s: 21 years uf 

age or older. 

3, LICENSE TO EE IN POSSESSIOK OF LICENSEE. Every person 

shall have on his person at the time of hunting deer a valid Guarn hunting license, 

4, riUNTIKG LICEi.\"SE F£E. Five Dollars ($5. 00), "fhis hunting 

license shall be good during the prescribed seasons of the calendar year for 

which issued, 

5. ALTERIKG, EO:':UZOWING, LOANING O�:Z TRli.NSFE�U�ING LICENS:C:, 

No person shall be any time alter, change, borrow, loan or transfer to another 

any hunting license issued in accordance with law, 
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6, LAWE'UL HUNTING WEAPONS, PROJECTILES AND ATTACHMET\TS. 

Dee1· shall not be hunted, pursued, taken, wounded, killed or shot with any firearn> 

or device other than a shotgun or bow and arrow, 

a, No shotgun larger than a 10 gauge shall be used to 

hunt deer, 

b. Only No, 1, 0 and 00 buckshot or shotgun rifled slugs 

may be used for hunting deer. 

c, No rifle, pistol or revolver of any caliber may be used 

to hunt deer. 

7, USE OF DOGS IN HUNTING DEER PROHIBITED. No person 

shall make use of a dog in hunting, pursuing or killing deer, 

8, LEGAL HUNTING TIME. It shall be legal to hunt for deer during 

the prescribed hunting season fr01n one-hal£ hour before sunrise to one-hal£ 

hour after sunset, 

9. DEER HUNTING SEASON. The deer hunting season shall 

consist of two periods, During the first period Saturday, March 6, 1965, 

through Friday, March 12, 1965, inclusively, it shall. be lawful to take buck 

(male ) deer only. During the second period Saturday, March 13, 1965 through 

Sunday, March 28, 1965, inclusively, it shall be lawful to take a deer of 

either sex (male or female). 

10. BAG LI::VIIT. Only one Guam deer, Cervus mariannus may 

_be taken by a licensed hunter during this deer season, 

l l, EVIDENCE O:E' SEX. No person shall possess or transport any 

deer unless the antlers or sex organs are attached to and accon>pany such anin al. 

12, HUNTIKG FRO:!:vl VEHICLE PROHIBITEC. No person shall 

hunt or shoot fro1n any vehicle whether on or off public roadways. 
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. . 13. LICENSE INSPECTION. The hunting license is subject at all 

times to inspection by any peace officer of the territory, 

14. VILLAGES AND ROADS CLOSED TO DEER 1-IUNTING. Firing 

any gun or bow and arrow within a village or within 100 yards thereof, or 

within 100 yards of an occupied dwelling, or on or across public road is 

prohibited, 

15, It is mandatoJ:y that the hunter killing a deer report the kill 

within five days after the close of the season to the Division of l<'ish and 

1-Yildlife, Department of Agriculture, This report can be made by telephone, 

Department of .Agricdturc 727-66, This infon·nation will be used for future 

deer managen1.ent. 

16. Violations of these regulations shall be punished as prescribed 

in Sections 12322 and 12323,
