EXECUTIVE ORDER 92-�1�9 __ _ 

Declaring a Public Safety Emergency and 
Authorizing the Expenditure of Funds for 
the Departments of corrections and Youth 
Affairs. 

WHEREAS, on August 28, 1992 Typhoon omar passed over the 
island of Guam causing widespread damage; and 

WHEREAS, during the storm and following services were required 
from the Departments of corrections and Youth Affairs to maintain 
the peace by securing those in each department's custody and for 
the Department of corrections to provide cleanup assistance; 

WHEREAS, section 6113 of the Government Code, as amended by 
Public Law 15-75, §4, authorizes the Governor to use any part not 
exceeding Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) for 
expenses caused by civil defense, public safety or health 
emergencies; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, JOSEPH F. ADA, Governor, by the authority 
vested in me by the Organic Act of Guam and the laws of Guam order 
that: 

1. The Director of the Bureau of Budget and Management is 
authorized to expend not more than Two Hundred Fifty Thousand 
Dollars ($250,000) from outstanding appropriations within the 
General Fund for use by the Departments of Corrections and Youth 
Affairs for personnel and supplies needed to operate the 
departments to provide for the safety of the citizens of 
Guam. 

2. The authorization for the certification, approval and 
expenditure of necessary funds shall be this Executive order, 
subject only to the exhaustion of identified funds.
