WH E R E A S, !Executive Order No. 94-17 established the Department of 
Corrections Revolving! Fund, which was amended in Executive Order No. 97-19;

WHEREAS, this fund is for the use to purchase clothing for prisoners and 
detainees, food stuffs !for the dining facility, equipment, medical, supplies, and 
medicine for prisoners;: and 

WHEREAS, �t is desirable to also use the fund for the payment of medical 
billings, sanitary and hygiene supplies, and capital outlay items; and 

NOW, THEREF<(>RE, I, CARL T.C. GUTIERREZ, Governor of Guam, by virtue 
of the authority vested � me by the Organic Act of Guam, as amended, and the laws 
of Guam, do order: 

1. Paragrap� 3 of Executive Order No. 97-19 is rescinded and a new 
Paragraphi 3 is promulgated to read: 

"3. Fu�ds in the Department of Corrections Revolving Fund may be 
useO. to purchase clothes for prisoners and detainees, food stuffs 
for i the dining facility, equipment, capital outlay, medical, 
supplies, medicine for prisoners and· detainees, medical billings, 
sanitary and hygiene supplies, medical/dental supplies, and 
otMr pharmaceutical supplies, and including payment for 
prisoner/detainee costs for maintenance in any off-island prison 
or medical institution."
